Your visit starts
in a modern construction and progresses to
the Old Customs and Station-MasterOs House
at the rear of the complex. Built in 1866 (and
presently furnished with period pieces), this
residence served until 1986.

This is Victor
HarborOs largest event and sees works
exhibited on Warland Reserve.

ItOs an important
community reconciliation symbol made
possible through Ngarrindjeri, Pitjantjatjara
and non-Indigenous people.
