THE BLUFF (ROSETTA HEAD)

You canOt miss Rosetta Head D literally
and figuratively.

Rising 97 metres out of the sea, this
prominent Victor Harbor headland makes a
terrific backdrop while youOre photographing
Granite Island and Encounter Bay. But be
sure to experience it close up: after the
500m climb to the top (it requires moderate
fitness) youOll find a plaque acknowledging
the 1802 meeting between Captain Matthew
Flinders and Nicholas Baudin, as well as
breath-taking views. The Bluff Jetty offers
great fishing and is a popular dive site, with
occasional sightings of leafy and weedy

sea dragons. Not surprisingly, the Bluff is a
popular spot when the whales are visitingE
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GRANITEISLAND

Granite Island is a geological curiosity,

a wildlife haven and an off-shore escape
reached by the historic horse-drawn tram.
Small wonder itOs seen as a OuniqueO!

Once a loading stage for wheat and wool
producers, this natural island is now famous
for its colony of 700 little penguins. Every
night of the year, (except Christmas Day and
New Years Eve) you can join on-dusk tours
of the rookery to watch as these delightful
birds return from fishing. The Penguin
Interpretive Centre B built against a cliff face
b is open at weekends and during South
Australian school holidays and is especially
popular with kids.

Granite Island is circled by the 2.9km Kaiki
Trail, which explains cultural and natural
history. The views from the rugged seaward
side of the island are spectacular.
